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A November Visit to the
Phoenix Desert Botanical Garden

A recent vacation to Arizona included a must-see
visit to the Phoenix Botanical Garden, - 145 acres
with more than 50,000 plants in its collection. The
garden has five thematic trails that exhibit cactus and
succulent species from around the world.
Interpretive exhibits along the trails highlight desert
wildflowers, conservation, desert plant adaptation
and ethnobotany. Since 1939, the Desert Botanical
Garden has been home to one of the finest and most
diverse collections of succulent plants, including rare,
threatened and endangered species from around the
Southwest and the world. It is the only botanical
garden in the world whose mission, from its early
inception, was to focus solely on desert plants.

On the day of our visit, the garden was busy with of
out of town visitors, all enjoying the sunny 80 degree
weather. We wandered throughout the garden,
asking questions of the many docents, volunteers and
staff members who were always willing to help. The
bird life was plentiful, and we noticed quickly that
most of the larger cacti had large holes, located very
high up in the cactus, occupied by birds making their
home. A butterfly pavilion was home to butterflies
too numerous to count and we noticed many
throughout the gardens, making excellent photo
opportunities.

This garden also hosts many annual events and was
still showing fabulous decorations from the Great
Pumpkin Festival held in October. Christmas events

planned included the Phoenix Boys Choir Holiday
Performance, and a special Luminarias event.
A visit to the Garden Shop and lunch at the restaurant
finalized a very enjoyable day. Plan a visit if your
travels take you to Phoenix!

In fact, the scientific name for the
common snowdrop, Galanthus nivalis, is composed of
two Greek words that mean ‘milk flower’ and ‘near the
snow line’. (The snowdrop is native to alpine areas of
Europe and Asia).
